Directions to Echo Lake Country Club

Garden State Parkway

North or South to Exit 138 (Kenilworth). Turn left (west) onto Boulevard. Proceed on
Boulevard, which becomes Springfield Avenue, (do not make left hand turn at the Springfield
Avenue sign at the light, this will take you to Springfield Avenue in Cranford) stay on the
Boulevard which becomes Springfield Avenue to Club entrance, which is approximately 3
miles on your left across from Williams Nursery.

Bear right after they merge, to Exit 49A (Springfield/Union),
proceed straight through first traffic light, follow sign to Westfield onto Miesel Avenue, which
becomes Springfield Avenue, to Club entrance on right, approximately 3 miles, across from
Williams Nursery.

Dress Code

On the Golf Course

The dress code for all golfers should adhere to traditional golf attire. Traditional meaning slacks,
capris, knickers, and Bermuda shorts, skirts, or skorts longer than fingertips with a tucked-in shirt
or top.

In the Clubhouse

Casual/Golf Attire is appropriate in all areas of the Clubhouse except that men must wear ajacket
after 6:00 p.m. in the Wine Grill Room. There may be special events when specific dressis
specified. Similarly, appropriate attire is required for the ladies in the Wine Grill Room after 6:00
p.m.

Hats, Caps, or Visors may not be worn by anyone on thefirst floor of the Clubhouse, nor in the
evening dinner dining area of the patio. Women may wear dressy hats when appropriately attired.
In addition, religious or health related head coverings may beworn.

Smoking: In accordance with the current New Jersey Law, smoking is not allowed inside any building on
the Echo L ake property.

Cell Phones: Cellular telephones and PDA’s may not be used on the premises. This includes the
Clubhouse, the Patio, the Golf Course and Practice Facilities, the Pool, and the Paddle Tennis
complex with the following exceptions:

- Inacarintheparking lot.

- Inthemen’s and women’s golf and pool locker rooms.

- Medica Doctors may have cell phonesfor emergency calls. They are asked to

keep the phone on silent mode.
